Bob Estes, is a Cultural Resource Specialist/ Archaeological review and has worked at the New Mexico  Historic Preservation Specialist since 2010.  He has a Master of Arts and Ph.D.  in Anthropology from the University of New Mexico and a Graduate Certificate in Historic Preservation and Regionalism from the UNM School of Architecture and Planning.   

Steven Moffson is the State and National Register Coordinator for the New Mexico Historic Preservation Division.  He served as an architectural historian at the Delaware and Georgia State Historic Preservation Offices and the National Park Service.  He earned his Master of Arts degree in art history from the University of Delaware and has taught architectural history at Georgia State University and the Savannah College of Art and Design.  He currently teaches classes in the Historic Preservation and Regionalism Program at the University of New Mexico.

William Hutchinson,, NMDOT Landscape Architect, has degrees from Oregon State University and Lewis and Clark College. Based in Santa Fe he and the Roadside and Community Design team manage Context Sensitive Public Involvement and Design, the ecological management of 200,000 acres of roadside environment, the MS-4 Stormwater (water quality) Program, and the Public Art Program. He is also currently working on Complete Streets, a Statewide Aesthetics Plan, the introduction of Sustainability to design & operations, and much-needed upgrades to rest areas. A year-round commuting cyclist he takes to the hills on a mountain bike when he is not tending to his own garden, helping his wife in her studio, and enjoying life in Santa Fe.

McKinney Briske is the Visuals, National Conservation Lands, Wilderness, Interpretation, and Youth Program Lead for New Mexico Bureau of Land Management (BLM). She has worked for the Federal government for over 16 years, 15 of that with the BLM. She has a BA from University of Arizona, and an MA from University of Newcastle Upon Tyne in the UK. She currently lives in Las Cruces with her husband, three kids and two dogs. 

William Whitehead is a cultural resources specialist and the Drone Program Coordinator at SWCA Environmental Consultants. William has completed drone surveys in the Western US on tribal, federal, state, and private land for the last 10 years and directed the pilot program for the company for the last 5. His work in New Mexico has been the most extensive, performing  pedestrian survey, excavations, and paleoethnobotanical analysis on many New Mexico sites.  In conjuction he has also perforned drone based surveys on cultural resources, natural resources, geoformations such as karst features, 3D modeling of land surfaces, building models and collecting data for artificial intelligence recognition systems for a variety of species, and developing new ways of using drones to collect data to speed up the process of survey and resource identification. William recently developed an AI based technique to leverage historical maps and photos for developing large scale built environment surveys, and is now currently working on using LiDAR and Synthetic Aperture Radar to document structures and vegetation.
Gretchen Brock is an Architectural Reviewer at the New Mexico State Historic Preservation Office where she reviews projects for over 30 federal and state agencies for compliance with federal and state preservation laws and regulations. Gretchen previously worked as an archivist at ARMS. She worked at the Georgia State Historic Preservation Office for 14 years where she served as the Survey and National Register Program Manager. She attended the Masters in Historic Preservation program at the University of Georgia and earned bachelor’s degrees in Anthropology and English Literature, also from UGA.
